The man of the year, the tough one, the enforcer is the protagonist of these sunglasses: Stealing 

Bullet. Drawing its inspiration from bikers and the lifestyle of an urban rebel it speaks the 

language of Diesel: the rivets on the frame seem to be screwed to one another, the treated metal 

shows contrasting colors, and the head of the iconic Mohican on nose pad and temple tips.

If a motorbike was to have an alter ego it would have to be Bad Max: aviators with a vintage 

sporty look, real treated leather on the side flaps à la Diesel, recalling heritage expedition 

sunwear. An easy fit shape enriched by side flaps and real treated leather with the Mohican logo 

tone in tone and rubber detail on the nose: Diesel’s fusion of authenticity and sport aesthetics. 

 

The result of the collaboration of Diesel and Marcolin is an iconic shades collection that stands for 

quality, and fashion-forward products.
